2) воспитательный аспект: воспитание чуткости и интереса к феноменам иной ментальности; приобщения к общечеловеческим ценностям; толерантности и уважения к другой культуре; 
3) развивающий аспект: развитие у студентов способности и готовности к самостоятельному (автономному) и осознанному изучению языка и освоению иноязычной культуры.

Ход урока
I. Организационный этап. Дидактическая задача этапа - подготовить студентов к работе на занятии; обеспечить нормальную внешнюю обстановку для работы; психологически настроить студентов на предстоящее занятие.

   Good morning, students. I аm glad to see you. Let’s have our class. And first of all I would like you to answer my questions:

1. Do you enjoy going to the cinema?

2. How often do you go to the cinema?

3. Do you prefer going to the cinema alone or with your friends?
4. What film have you seen recently?
5. Do you like to watch home video?

6. Which is your favorite film?

7. What’s your attitude to soap operas?

8. Who is your favorite actor?

   What do you think we are going to discuss? - Yes, you are quite right. The topic of our lesson today is cinema.

   Now I would like you to choose a definition from the given on the blackboard.

    1) It is a form of entertainment for an audience, which may include drama, dancing, music, and mime;

    2) It is a modern form of art and entertainment which borrows from the other arts, such as music, drama, and literature, but it depends for its origin on technological development; 
    3) It is a light theatrical entertainment, in which singers, dancers, comedians and acrobats perform in turns .(Students choose the definition).
   So, we have the definition of cinema now. That’s good.

  1. There are different types of films, you know, they are called genres.  What types of films do you know? Can you name them?     (Students name different types of films).For example:
Serial Comedy Documentary Feature film Historical film Musical

Melodrama Film based on novel Film based on novel Blockbuster

Scientific film Fantasy Thriller
   And now you are to see some film shots and define types of the films. You are to write them putting the number of the film while watching and then we’ll check them up.

   (Students watch the films. After watching they match the film and the type of the film).

  2. Let’s go ahead. I am going to read you a text but before listening look at the questions on the blackboard, please and be ready to answer them after you have listened to the text. But first pay attention to these words. Listen to me and repeat after me. (Refugee - беженец, trail - хвост, proper names: Humphrey Bogart, Rick Blain, Ilsa Lund, Ingrid Bergman, Victor Laszlo, Casablanca, Morocco).
 Questions: 

1. What is the title of the film?
2. What type of film is it?

3. Where did the film take place?

4. What country were refugees going to escape to?

5. What is the film about?

6. Will you see the film If you have a chance to?

  3. As we know there are different types of films and now I would like you to say what films men like to watch. (Students name types of films men like to watch)

   Can you tell me what films women like to see? (Students name types of films women like to watch). Will you tell me what films teenagers prefer watching? (Students name types of films teenagers like to watch). And what about children? Oh, yes, children, of course like watching cartoons.
   We have got a presentation made by Galiya. She is going to introduce it to you.

(Students watch the presentation). 

   And what about you? What films do like to watch? What’s your opinion about action films? 
   (Students express their opinions). You are would - be parents. Will you allow your would - be children to see such films? Why/ Why not? 
   You know there is the MPAA(Motion Picture association of America) organization which determines to which age  groups films may be shown. The main categories in this rating system are on the screen.
   Is there any rating system in Russia? Do we need such a rating system in Russia?  Of course we do.
4. I know there are actors, actresses, may be film directors you like best of all but I would like you to come to know to the Hollywood film star Paul Newman. 

   Please open books at page 52. Read the text carefully and be ready to do  the tasks after reading. (Students read the text and do the tasks to it)
 5. Role - playing. Students read the text about Steven Spielberg. After reading one of the students is Steven Spielberg. His task is to answer the student’s questions as if he were Steven Spielberg. (Students read the text and ask questions).
6. We will crown our lesson with a test. You will operate computers so stand up and choose a computer. (After finishing their tests the students hand them  in).
