Tell me about your typical working day.

I work at an airport in the .....which has commercial and general aviation service. Before going
to the control panel, we have about half an hour of instruction, as well as receiving duty from the
previous shift. Also, during the work, we have several breaks.

Well, no day is ever alike. There are always variables that keep things interesting. It may be the
low experience pilots who have no idea of what you are saying, or a wild weather day with
thunderstorms. Every day is different.

Why is a medical check necessary before every shift?

No doubt, we should have a good health. We must pass a lot of medical examinations. And get
the Medical Certificate which must be renewed every two years.

How should vou organize vour time to be fit for work?

The controller is responsible for the safety of flights. So, it is very important for me to be fit for
work.

How is a shift handover usually organized?

When I'm on duty, I learn the specifics of the runway, analyze the air and ground conditions, find
out which aircrafts are in contact, then go on the air and direct traffic. In my area of
responsibility — the pre-landing straight, the runway and the taxiway nearby to the strip.
